Commencement

Owur business today is the quality of life tomorrow.

The University of Tennessee, Memphis, the Health Science Center, is one of four
major campuses of the University of Tennessee. Established in 1794, The University of
Tennessee is a statewide, multipurpose system of higher education providing broad
missions in instruction, research, and service to and for the people of the state.

The Memphis campus was established in 1911, after university officials purchased
medical equipment from the failed University of Nashville, and annexed two existing
schools—one medical, the other dental—in Memphis. Shortly afterwards, faculty in the
UT Knoxville, departments of pharmacy and dentistry transferred to Memphis, and the
UT Medical Units were born.

Today, UT Memphis is a primary campus of the University of Tennessee system.
In its role as the Health Science Center, it is composed of six professional colleges:
Allied Health Sciences, Dentistry, Graduate Health Sciences, Medicine, Nursing, and
Pharmacy. Approximately 2,000 faculty provide instruction to over 2,000 students each
year, over 20,000 living alumni are currently on file.

In addition to awarding the M.D., Fharm.D., D.D.S., B.S., M.S. and Ph.D. degrees,
UT Memphis provides a number of residency, fellowship, and post graduate certificate
programs. These training programs are not limited to the many opportunities available in
the Memphis Medical Center, but include such cities as Chatranooga, Jackson, Nashville,
and Knoxville. Each site provides students with excellent clinical training while insuring
a high standard of health care for all Tennesseans.

Educational and clinical excellence are but two UT Memphis goals. A third-and
equally important—goal is the achievement of national prominence through research. To
thisend, the University has established 37 endowed professorships, 19 of which are Chairs
of Excellence. Each $1 million chair has been jointly funded by the state and private
donors. New initiatives in molecular and cell biology, neuroscience, and pharmacokinet-
ics have been undertaken by three Centers of Excellence. The large clinical database
available in Memphis provides excellent opportunities for health promotion research.

To support its programs in education, research, and patient care, UT Memphis
receives strong financial support. The Tennessee General Assembly, the Tennessee
Higher Education Commission, and the central UT administration appropriated UT
Memphis over $70 million in 1992. In addition, faculty investigators received approxi-
mately $30 million in research grants and contract support last year. Private support is
particularly valued. Last year, University of Tennessee alumni and friends gave nearly
$6 million to UT Memphis to support special and ongoing programs.

As we approach the twenty-first century, many challenges lie ahead for the health
care professions. UT Memphis is dedicated to preparing health professionals and biomedi-
cal scientists to face those challenges while providing outstanding leadership in the
international scientific community.



The Mace and Chain of Office

Effectively symbolizing the heritage and future of The University of Tennessee,
Memphis, the Health Science Center, the ceremonial mace has been used in UT Memphis
commencements since 1978. Historically, the mace was a medieval weapon used asa club.
In modern times the ornamental staff has become a symbol of authority, and the office of
Mace Bearer is a ceremonial one.

Designed to reflect this institution’s traditions and aspirations, the 36 1/2 inch UT
Memphis Mace is made of sterling silver and rosewood. Atop the mace is the goldplated
seal of The University of Tennessee, supported by a circle of arches representing the
archway connecting the O.W. Hyman Administration Building and the R.L. Crowe
Building. Between two inscribed bands, commemorating the founding of the University
and the Health Science Center, are shields displaying symbols of the six colleges. The
lower end of the mace is a silver replica of a space capsule, indicating the future of man and
of science may transcend this planet.

Symbolizing the chief authority of this campus, the sterling silver Chain of Office is
worn by the Chancellor for formal academic ceremonies. Designed to compliment the
Mace, the chain includes 12 links cast in the Health Science Center logo alternating
with shields displaying the emblems of the six colleges. A silver medallion bearing the
gold-plated seal of the University hangs from the necklace.

Academic Regalia
Dress

Academic dress first appeared in America in colonial days as many regulations from
British universities were transplanted to this side of the Atlantic. In 1895, a uniform code,
drafted by an intercollegiate commission, was adopted prescribing designs for caps, gowns,
and hoods. The code also prescribed the colors and materials to be used to represent
different types of degrees and various universities in the United States. This code has been
modified only slightly by succeeding committees of the American Council on Education.

Gowns

Different types of gowns have been devised for bachelor’s, master’s and doctor's
degrees. The official gown for the bachelor’s degree candidate is black with a stiff yoke,
shirring across the shoulder, pleated front panels and may be distinguished by long, pointed
sleeves. [t is worn closed and without adornments.

Unril 1960, master’s gowns were worn open with the material forming an oblong
drape. Since the gown was especially cumbersome, the American Council on Education
modified the design to crearte a closed style similar to the bachelor’s dress.

The doctor’s gown is distinguished by velvet panels along the front edges. Cut fuller
than the other gowns, it may be ornamented in color and has three horizontal bars
decorating the full, bell-shaped sleeves. The velvet trim may be black or the color of the
academic discipline. Although most doctoral gowns are black, some gowns may be the
color of the institution that conferred the degree.

Hoods

Originally used as a head covering, shoulder cape or bag for collecting alms, the
hood is retained for tradition in academic attire today. [ts shape dates from the period when
wigs were fashionable; and wearers did not wish to cover their elaborate hairstyles, but
kept the hoods merely for their symbolic and decorative effect.

The shape and size of the American hood is determined by the degree of the wearer.
The color of the velvet border denotes the academic discipline of the degree earned, and
the color or colors of the lining are the official colors of the institution conferring the
degree.

A bachelor's hood is three feet long with a two-inch velvet border, a master's hood
is three and a half feet long with a three-inch border, and a doctor’s hood is four feet long
with a five-inch border.

Colors

The colorof the velvet border isdetermined by the academic field in which the degree
is taken. Some of the colors and the disciplines that may be seen roday are listed below.

The name of the institution conferring the degree is designated by the colors of the
hood lining. The University of Tennessee hood is lined in orange and white.

A person holding more than one degree wears the gown and hood of the highest
degree. Someone having two degrees of equal rank may have the velvet border of his hood
indicate both colors, but usually only the last degree raken is represented. The colors of
only one institution may be worn in the hood lining, although a faculty member may wear
the colors of the college at which he is a resident rather than the one at which his degree
was conferred. Members of the administration of a university are all entitled to wear
doctor's gowns, but their hoods must represent the degree they actually hold.

Caps

The mortar-based or oxford-type cap is a descendant of the simple, round commer’s
cap of medieval times. The name “mortar board” comes from the similarity to the square
board commonly used for mixing mortar. The cap is usually black and may be of appropriate
material, although velver is reserved for doctors. Members of the Academic Ceremonies
Committec are distinguished by the maroon, crushed velvet cap.

Tradition decrees that the tassell be worn on the right side until the degrees are
confirmed and then moved to the left side. Tassels may be of appropriate color or the
traditional black. Docror’s may wear gold tassels.

The Procession

Most academic ceremonies begin and end with an academic procession, a descendant
of clerical processions. The participants are attired in gowns appropriate to their degrees
and form in ranks of two with the Mace Bearer at the front. Following in order are the Head
Marshal, the students, the faculty, the Administration, the Trustees, the speaker, the
minister, the Chancellor and the President.
