This CHARITABLE REMAINDLR UNITRUST GIFT is made and entered into this

of Shelby County, Tennessee, (hereinafter referred to as Donor) and The
University of Tennessee, a Tennessee corporation having its principal office
in Knoxville, Tennessee, (hereinafter referred to as University and/or
Trustee.)

The Donor héé this day assigned, transferred and delivered to The Uni-
versity of Tennessee the property listed on Exhibit A attached hereto, and the
University agrees to hold, administer, and distribute all of the aforesaid
assets (together with all the additions thereto and all reinvestments thereof)
as an irrevocable Charitable Remainder Unitrust in accordance with the terms
and provisions hereinafter set out.

ARTICLE I

The University shall hold, manage, invest and reinvest the assets of the
trust, collect the income therefrom, and make distributions and disbursements
from such assets and income as follows:

Paragraph 1. During the lifetime of the Donor's sister, Helen Bowld,

(hereinafter sometimes referred to as Beneficiary), but not less often than
annually, the University shall pay 'to the Beneficiary an amount equal to siX
percent (6%) of the net fair market value of the assets of the trust deter-
mined annually. If the trust income in any taxable year exceeds six percent
(6%) of the net fair market value of the assets determined annually, then such
excess income shall be irrevocably transferred to the trust and shall be
administered according to the provisions of the trust as hereinafter set out.
If the Donor, William Forrest Bowld, survives the Beneficiary, this
amount shall be paid to him during his lifetime. Ekcept in the case of a
short taxable year, the amount required to be distributed above shall be paid
to the Beneficiary or the Donor during every taxable year of the trust prior
to the death of the Beneficiary and the Donor. This amount shall be paid in
four quarterly payments on or after March 31, June 30, September 30, and
December 31 of each taxable year of the trust. If necessary a fifth payment
will be made on or before the following March 15 to bring the total payment

to the actual income to which the Beneficiary or the Donor were entitled for

that yeaf. However, the obligation of the University to make payments tc the
Beneficiary shall terminate with the regular quarterly payment next preceding
the death of the Beneficiary. If the Donor survives the Beneficiary, then the
obligation of the University to make payments to the Donor hereunder shall
begin with the next regular quarterly payment after the Beneficiary's death
and shall terminate with the regular quarterly bayment nekt preceding the
death of the Donor.

Paragraph 2. In the case of a taxable year which is for a period of less

than 12 months, the amount required to be distributed under Paragraph 1 shall
be a fraction of such amount of which the numerator is a number of days in the
short taxable year and of which the denominator is 365 (366 if February 29 is
a day included in the numerator).

Paragraph 3. The Donor or any other person may at any time make addi-

tional contributions to the trust by deed, gift, or bequest with the consent
of the University.

Paragraph 4. For the purposes of the taxable year of the trust in which

an additional contribution is made, 'met fair market value of the trust assets"
under Paragraph 1 shall be deemed to be the sum of (a) the net fair mar%et'
value of the trust assets, ekcluding the additional property as of the valua-
tion date including income from and any appreciation of the additional property
and (b) that proportion of the value of the additional property that was ex-
cluded under (a) which the number of days (including the day of transfer)
remaining in the taxable year of the trust beafs to the total number of days

in that takable year of the trust. In the case where there is no valuation
date after the time of contribution the additional property shall be valued

at the time of contribution.

Paragraph 5. The first taxable year of the Unitrust shall begin with the

date of this Agreement and shall end on December 31, 1971. Subsequent taxable
years shall be on a calendar year basis.

Paragraph 6. The trust assets, including additional contributions, shall

be valued on the last business day of the first month of the taxable year.
Except as provided in Paragraph 4 above if no valuation date occurs before the
end of any taxable year of the trust, assets shall be valued on the last day

of the taxable year of the trust.




Pafagrgph 7. In computing the net fair market value of the trust assets,

there shall be taken into account all accrued asscts and accrued liabilities.

Paragraph 8. In the case where the net fair market value of the trust

assets 1s incorrectly determined, the University shall pay to the Beneficiary
or the Donor, as the case may be, in the case of an undervaluation, or the
Beneficiary or the Donor, as the case may be, shall repay the University, in
the case of an overvaluation, an amount equal to the difference between the
amount which the trust should have paid if the correct value were used and the
amount which the trust actually paid within a reasonable period after the final
determination of such value.

Paragraph 9. For the purposes of this trust, the term '"income" has the

same meaning as it does under Section 643 (b) of the Internal Revenue Code and
regulations thereunder. The term "income" shall mean net income after payment
of any expenses of administering the trust. The following shall be treated
as principal and not as '"income':

() Gains and losses from the sale, exchange, redemption, or other

disposition of investments;

(b) Stock dividends, stock splits, or similar distributions;
- (c) Capital gain dividends of regulated investment companies (mutual
funds);

(d) Liquidating distributions.
If interest bearing securities are acquired at a premium over par or other
stated value, the premium shall be amortized from income so as to restore the
premium to principal.

Paragraph 10. Upon the death of the survivor of the Beneficiary and the

Donor, the trust assets shall be irrevocably transferred to the University to
be used as follows:

Said funds shall be used by The University of Tennessee for the benefit
of the College of Medicine of the Medical Units located in Shelby County,
Tennessee, for such purposes as the Governing Body of said University may
select, in honor of Dr. Maston K, Callisonp

Paragraph 11. In the event the University is not an organization de-

scribed in Section 170 (c) of the said Code at the time when any amount is to
be irrevocably transferred to the University, such amount shall be transferred

to or for the use of an organization or organizations which are described in




the said Section 170 (c) or retained for such use,.

Paragraph 12. It is the intention of the Donor and the University in

executing this Agreement, to create a Charitable Remainder Unitrust within
the meaning of Section 664 of the said Code and the regulations thereunder.
All the provisions hereof should be interpreted in a manner consistent with
the regulations and rulings promulgated by the Internal Revenue Service with
respect thereto. Otherwise, this instrument shall be governed by the laws of
the State of Tennessee.

Paragraph 13. Notwithstanding any other provision hereof, the Univer-
sity as Trustee hereunder shall require its trust's income for each taxable
year to be distributed at such time and in such a manner as not to subject the
trust to taX under IRC Section 4942 and shall not engage in any acts of self-
dealing (as defined in Section 4941 (d) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954 as
amended) nor shall the University make any takable eipenditures as defined in
Section 4945 (d) of the said Code; nor shall the University make any invest-
ments wich jeopardize the charitable purpose of the Unitrust (as defined in
Section 4944 of the said Code) or retain any excess business holdings (within
the meaning of Section 4943 of the said Code).

Paragraph 14. The University shall have the power, acting alone, to

amend this Agreement in any manner necessary for the sole purpose of insuring
that the Agreement qualifies as a Charitable Remainder Unitrust. However, no
person shall have the power to invade, alter,_amend, or revoke this trust for
the beneficial use of a person other than an organization described in Section
170 (c¢c) of the said Code.

Paragraph 15. The University shall have all the powers conferred upon

trustees by the Uniform Trustees' Powers Act (a copy of which is attached here-
to), except to the extent limited by this Agreement and Section 664 of said
Code.

Paragraph 16. The University shall not receive any compensation for

services rendered under this Agreement.

Paragraph 17. This Agreement may be and is intended to be incorporated

by reference in any will, trust, or other instrument whereby property is

transferred to the University.
