seven years. She is a loyal advocate for advancing the status of women on campus,
being active on the most important committees that concern women faculty,
including chairing the Commission for Women from 2001 to 2003. Her nomination
says it best: “Professor Goslee’s career stands as a testimony to an inner strength
and courage and helped to advance the status of women in a profession that was at
worst hostile and at best indifferent to the particular challenges they faced.”
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
